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Here is a devotional book that presents the bible as one complete story that you can trace from Genesis to Revelation with a particular emphasis on God and how he has acted in history.  The story of God’s plan for redemption is told through the eyes of a grandfather sharing with his grandchildren about the story of a great war that we are all fighting.  He uses his special box of wooden carvings to illustrate how each bible story is one part of the history of the battle between God and Satan.  The stories are told in a cohesive and powerful way and carefully demonstrate how God’s plan for the salvation of man is the common thread that runs through the entire bible.
This is a great perspective for children to grasp and it helps them to understand God’s purpose for us in the midst of the battle.

This book is aimed at 8 -12 year old children and will especially appeal to boys with the emphasis on the whole battle theme.  A few discussion questions for each chapter can be downloaded from the prpbooks.com website (see the reference to this in the Notes for Parents at the back of the book) and there is a list of all the scripture references used for each chapter in the “outline of Bible stories” appendix.  If you enjoy being creative, you could photocopy the illustrations that represent the carved figurines that help to tell the story and get your children to colour them and keep them in their own “wooden box” or make the illustrations out of modelling clay.  An excellent devotional  book that helps us see that the main character of every bible story is, always, God.
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
