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Written in the form of a diary, this book is a fictionalised account of a group of survivors who set sail from Dunedin headed for London aboard the Dundonald. It is based on a true story of an actual shipwreck in the Auckland Islands, south of New Zealand in 1907.

Through the pen of a thirteen year old cabin boy, it tells a tale of extreme bravery and courage in the face of many challenging and dangerous situations. With the hope of being rescued dwindling, these courageous sailors band together to survive.
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
